The success of the Rhone 
varietals in Paso Robles is not due to chance.  The regional characteristics 
of limestone soil, proximity to the ocean, and a large  hot-day/cool-night 
diurnal swing provide ideal growing conditions for the Red Rhone 
varietals of Syrah, Grenache, Mourvedre and Cinsault.   
 The Soulmate blend for this vintage contains Tempranillo and 
Cabernet Sauvignon due to their ability to balance the characteristics of 
Syrah and Grenache. This wine bestows a provincial sense of briary tones 
married with a toasty finish. Cuisine with a game and fowl textures are 
complemented graciously by this wine.  A firm oak program predicates 
superior aging, yet has immediate drinkability.
