Now this is how a rose wine is supposed to taste.  The 2008 Little Red saw little skin contact as most of the juice is the bleed-off of Grenache, Pinot Noir and Cabernet Sauvignon passing over the sorting table.  The juice was then settled and racked into another tank for fermentation. Aromas of strawberry jam dominate the nose while guava and kiwi represent the mouth. Finishing with a crisp green apple tone, this is a dry rose to be admired. 

We are pleased to release this wine to you and hope that you can admire the rose style of wines.  Modeled after the famous wines from the Tavel region in Southern France, our rose wine is produced with good fruit and bottled young to bring you a delicious, high-quality wine.
